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This faucet ships with a (WHITE)1.8 GPM
flow restrictor installed. An optional
(BLACK) 2.2 GPM flow restrictor is also
included in the box.

Flow Rate Modification:
1. Disconnect the quick connect (2) and
unthread the (1-WHITE) flow restrictor
2. Replace with the 1.8 GPM restrictor
