. Make sure the voltage you are using is 120V. The maximum wattage is Type B,Max 40W per bulb.
. Keep the lamp away from acidic and alkaline substances in case of damaging the surface of the lamp.

. When replacing bulbs, you should turn off or unplug the lamp and you must wait until it is cool as bulbs get hot
quickly.
